 TRAINING AND TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE RETENTION AGREEMENT (01.03.2012)
THIS TRAINING AND TECHNICAL ASSISTANCE RETENTION AGREEMENT made this _____ day of ______________, 20__, is by and between Weatherization Agency name here (hereinafter “Agency”), and ________________________ (hereinafter “Contractor”), for training and technical assistance funding (hereinafter “T&TA funds”) towards the cost of the weatherization training (hereinafter “Training Course”)  provided by the Agency or the State under the Wisconsin Weatherization Assistance Program (hereinafter “Wisconsin WAP”).
WITNESS:


WHEREAS, through funding provided by the State of Wisconsin, Wisconsin WAP, the Agency provides weatherization services for their identified service territory in the State of Wisconsin;
WHEREAS, the State of Wisconsin, through the Wisconsin WAP, provides T&TA funds to the Agency for training and technical assistance, and to a subcontractor to provide Training Courses related to providing weatherization services for the Wisconsin WAP;

WHEREAS, the Agency desires to provide T&TA funds towards the cost of the Training Course(s) required by Wisconsin WAP, and/or the Contractor is participating in such Training Course(s) offered through the Wisconsin WAP subcontractor;


WHEREAS, the Wisconsin WAP requires that contractors receiving T&TA funds or participating in subcontracted training sign a retention agreement to provide weatherization services for a specific amount of time that aligns with the funds provided;


WHEREAS, Contractor desires to receive T&TA funds assistance for the Training Course(s) and/or is participating in the Training Course(s) offered through the Wisconsin WAP;


NOW THEREFORE, in consideration of the premises and agreements of the Agency and Contractor as hereinafter provided, the parties hereby mutually agree as follows:

1. The Agency will cover the cost of Contractor’s participation in (identify the Training Course name(s) here) or authorize registration for such Training Course(s), limited to the following
:

a. The Training Course registration fee, including any course materials;

b. Reasonable travel costs in accordance with Wisconsin WAP standards;
c. Authorization for registration for such Training Course(s) offered through the Wisconsin WAP.

2. Contractor shall satisfactorily complete the Training Course(s), any examinations required thereto, and attain and cover the cost for any certifications or credentialing required.
3. Contractor shall remain actively employed or actively participate as identified in the contract in the Agency’s weatherization program for the duration of the current contract term, and any renewal period, not to exceed a total of twelve (12) months. 
4. If Contractor does not fulfill his or her obligations under this Agreement and the contract is suspended and/or terminated, Contractor shall reimburse the Agency the total T&TA funds drawn within thirty (30) calendar days of notice from the Agency.  Said reimbursement amount shall become immediately due and payable as a debt and obligation of Contractor to the Agency.  Repayment will be made in the full amount due as a lump sum.  If payment is not received by the Agency within thirty (30) days, the Agency may assess reasonable costs of collection, including but not limited to interest, court costs, and attorney’s fees. The Agency may opt to withhold this amount from the amount owed the contractor when the agency terminates the contractor under the Request for Bid, Section 6, Failure to Perform. 
5. Contractor has read and understands the terms of this Agreement.
