
Attachment 6 – Optional Language

Optional language on furnace repair/replacement cost and decision-making:

If a weatherization agency delegates this responsibility or wants to provide contractors with this information, add the text below this box to Attachment 6, Section E, as the last paragraph.

Note the HE+ Furnace Manual requirements on quality control.  Additional quality control actions are required when a Weatherization agency chooses to delegate decision-making regarding the decision to replace or repair.

Repairs and replacements shall be performed as directed by the Agency and shall comply with RFB Attachment 4 technical specifications. The following reflects the criteria the Agency will use regarding decision making to replace or repair: 

· If heating system repair costs are expected to exceed the Repair Maximum limits in the table below, and the estimated useful life is less than 5 years, the unit will be replaced in most cases, not repaired.
· If heating unit repair costs are expected to exceed the Repair Maximum limits in the table below, and the heating unit has an estimated useful life greater than 5 years, but repair costs are reasonable to address the situation, the weatherization agency must contact the Division for approval to repair (exceed the repair limit) prior to work being performed.   
· Electric heating unit repairs may not exceed $250.  If replacement of an electric unit is warranted based on the above guidance, the Agency shall replace the unit with a non-electric unit.
