The assessment indicates that this building requires mechanical ventilation to supply an adequate amount of fresh air to the occupants and to prevent excessive moisture accumulation in the building. This determination is derived from analysis based on the American Society of Heating, Refrigerating and Air-Conditioning Engineers (ASHRAE), Inc.’s 62.2-2013 Standard: “Ventilation and Acceptable Indoor Air Quality in Low-Rise Residential Buildings”. Our analysis considers the size and air-tightness of the building, the current number of occupants, and the local climate to determine an effective ventilation strategy for the building and its occupants.
Effective ventilation provides fresh air and reduces the concentration of air pollutants in buildings. Cold-climate buildings also need to have some mechanism to remove excess moisture generated by the occupants. Bathing, cooking and other activities add moisture to the air. Over time that excessive moisture may promote mold and rot that can damage your building. Operating a bath exhaust fan during and 15-20 minutes after each shower or bath is essential. Our analysis indicates this home should have an even higher ventilation rate.  

Despite our recommendations, you have opted to decline the installation of ASHRAE-compliant mechanical ventilation in your building. In these cases, program policies require a release of liability from you. 

Release, Indemnification and Waiver of Claims:  I acknowledge by my signature below receipt of the information and recommendations for ventilation. Additionally, I agree to hold the agency and its agents and the State of Wisconsin harmless for any moisture or indoor air quality problems that may occur, develop, or worsen after the completion of the weatherization work, and to fully indemnify the same from any and all third-party claims related to your refusal of the installation of mechanical ventilation. This includes claims for building damage or medical problems, including money lost by not being able to work, healthcare costs and pain or suffering.
